Meeting of Employment, Social Affairs, Health and Consumers
Council, 30-31 May 2007
Joint EMCO/SPC Opinion on active Ageing

At its meeting on 30-31 May, the EPSCO Council endorsed a joint Employment
Committee (EMCO) and Social Protection Committee (SPC) opinion on active
ageing (9269/07), encouraging older people to remain active in later life.
According to this joint opinion the EU is moving in the right direction: people
are staying active longer than in the recent past decades. However, more
efforts are needed in all Member States. The opinion refers to the Directive
2000/78/EC on equal treatment in employment and occupation which bans
discrimination on the grounds of age but fails to call on Member States to
ensure its adequate implementation.

The opinion states again that increasing the average exit age from the labour
market will be crucial for ensuring the adequacy and sustainability of pension
and health care systems. It calls for more training opportunities and more
flexible work schedules for older workers, support to long term unemployed,
the reduction of the gender gap and finding the right

balance between encouraging later retirement, closing pathways to early
retirement and increasing flexibility in work/retirement choices while ensuring
that other welfare benefits are not used as paths to early exit from the labour
market.

Disagreement on supplementary pensions

There was a disagreement of the Ministers of the Social Policy Council
concerning the proposed directive on professional pensions. The hope for an
agreement was put down by the Netherlands veto. This has been seriously
watered down, including a long list of exceptions which limit a bit more the
scope of action, which is already limited recalled the Dutch delegation. Delays
for implementation are so long that they will only affect the next generation
added Piet Hein Donner, Dutch Minister of social affairs. The Minister also
criticised the crossing out of the text on the transferability of pensions. He
argued that this is contrary to the aim which is to increase workers mobility.
The next step in the debate will be now the first reading of the proposal text
at the European Parliament mid June. Once EP opinion is adopted, the works
will continue on the basis of the European Commission s amended proposal.
AGE s Expert Group on Social Protection will issue a reaction after the debate
within the European parliament.

EPSCO clarifies some aspects of patient mobility
The EPSCO Council adopted a new chapter of the coordination of social
security regulation 1408/71 relating to sickness, maternity and equivalent



paternity leave. Cooperation between the social security institutions and
development of electronic data transfer to replace paper form is the main
element of the text. The text also includes a number of concrete

advantages for patients. The incorporation of case law of the EU Court of
Justice regulates some of the issues that were raised during the debate on
patient mobility and health services. In the text prior authorisation has been
clarified. In the majority of cases the responsibility for giving prior
authorisation lies with the social security body responsible for carrying the
cost of sickness benefits. The patient should therefore, apply to this body for
authorisation except in emergencies. Authorisation may not be refused unless
the treatment is available in the patient s country of residence within an
acceptable limit in medical terms, and taking into account his/her current
state of health and the likely developments of his/her iliness (Watts case of
16 May 2006). (Source: Europolitics)

During an informal meeting on 24 May 2007, the EU Ministers responsible for
Urban Development and Territorial Cohesion signed the Leipzig Charter on
Sustainable European Cities . This charter makes two main recommendations:
1. Make greater use of integrated urban development policy

o Creating and ensuring high-quality public spaces

0 Modernizing infrastructure networks and improving energy efficiency

o Proactive innovation and educational policies

2. Pay special attention to deprived neighbourhoods

o Pursuing strategies for upgrading the physical environment

o Strengthening the local economy and local labour market policy

o Proactive education and training policies for children and young people

o Promotion of socially acceptable urban transport

Wolfgang Tiefensee, the German Federal Minister of Transport, Building and
Urban Affairs, said that the Leipzig Charter

would create the foundations for a new urban policy in Europe and
reformulate the idea of the European city.

of recommendations with regard to the Union's action in the healthcare



sector. Bearing in mind the progressive increase in cross-border mobility of
patients and health professionals, MEPs agree that — with regard to access to
health services - Member States should treat all EU residents on an equal
basis, "regardless of whether they are private or public patients".

MEPs emphasise the needed to promote decent work for all

MEPs gave strong backing to a report by the Employment and Social Affairs
Committee which seeks to promote decent work for everyone, both inside and
outside the EU. The report urges EU Member States and candidate countries
to ratify and fully implement all relevant conventions of the International
Labour Organisation (ILO) and calls for a decent work

development programme and minimum wages. Considering that decent work
is a centrepiece of the fight against poverty and social exclusion, MEPs asked
the Commission to enforce its proposed strategy for better mobilisation of the
EU internal and external policies on the promotion of the decent work
agenda, especially in matters of development, external

assistance, enlargement, neighbourhood policy, trade and migration.
